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Dear Friends and Family of Rainbow Missions,

2017 was a year of great blessings for our Rainbow Missions family. Our mission is to support
disabled children and their families in China. Earlier last year, every program was evaluated based on
its ability to positively impact one child at a time. Specific plans were put in place to support our
areas of focus: Autism, Blindness, and Cerebral Palsy. I’'m pleased to report that each program
achieved significant accomplishments last year.

Our Autism center in Changchun grew to full capacity this year. We hired a local field worker to
support the care givers and help meet the students’ needs. This past year, two short-term service
teams met with the care givers to encourage them and assess the students’ growth. They were
pleased to see personal growth and development with several of our long-term students.

Rainbow Missions continues to support visually impaired college students who have financial needs
to help pay for their higher education. We were blessed to have one of our sponsored college
students, Mengyi, visit Seattle last September to share her story at our fundraising dinners. Her
touching story emphasized the benefit of investing in a young person’s life. She will be leading a very
productive and fruitful life as she gives back for the blessings she received through Rainbow Missions.

Two Rainbow Missions service teams visited Angel House’s Chongzuo campus (AHCZ), an orphanage
and rehab center. Many children at Angel House have cerebral palsy. The service teams lead
programs for disabled children and orphans went on home visits, evaluated children with physical
disabilities, and trained local therapists, parents, and staff caregivers to improve children’s motor
control, strength, mobility and independent living skills. Two service teams will return in 2018 to build
upon this work.

Our child/student sponsorship program grew tremendously this past year. The program is being
updated to improve connections between children and sponsors. Some of the children reside in
AHCZ; the monthly contributions help meet their basic needs, which include therapeutic training.

Rainbow Missions relies heavily on volunteers whether helping in the office or providing support in
the field. | am thankful to your hours of selfless giving to improve the lives of the less fortunate in
China. We are also a faith-based organization; we must use wisdom and discernment in the field to
find appropriate opportunities to share God’s love through Jesus Christ.

Thank you for your partnership with Rainbow Missions. Your generous donation for the year of 2017
enabled us to bring new hope to the underprivileged. We continue to rely on your prayers and God’s
leading as we support one child at a time in China.

We had a psychology seminar for the visually
impaired college student in BMU. Total of 17
students attended.

A Behavioral Analyst provided training to the
teachers and volunteers at the Autism Center. She
created a one-on-one development plan for each
student. After she returned to Hong Kong, she
continues to provide follow-up and consultation to
the teacher via Skype.
